• Work on making the world a better place 

• Revere our home country 

We are not to love or partner with the world AT ALL. 
The country we revere is Heaven. (1 John 2:15-17) 
(James 4:4-5) (Phil 3:20-21) 

Desires • They guide and it must be from God 

• Pursue them, you only live once 

• Make them a priority 

• Make sure you at least get some of them 

• Live hungry for what you desire 

We are to do NOTHING based on us or how we see 
it. A true Christian denies self for Christ. We are to 
live content no matter the situation. Desires are only 
done within God’s boundaries (Phil 2:3-4) (Matt 
16:24-27) (Phil 4:11-13) 

Freedoms • I can do what I want when I want to 

• What I do is my business deal with it. 

• I live for making me happy 

• There are no boundaries 

• I’m entitled because my freedoms are God given 

My freedoms were never meant to cater to the 
flesh. If my freedom causes someone to fall, I sin. 
We are to use our freedoms to live as servants to 
God. (Gal 5:13) (1 Cor 8:9-13) (1 Peter 2:16-17)
